safety precautions
United States Census forms 
will be mailed mid-March. 

Please complete the forms and return them as soon 
as possible. For those who do not complete a form 
by the specifi ed deadline, a U.S. Census worker may 
knock on your door to secure this informati on. A 
U.S. Census Bureau employee will have a badge, a 
handheld device, a Census Bureau canvas bag, and a 
confi denti ality noti ce. Before answering any questi ons, 
ask to see their identi fi cati on and their badge. Never 
invite anyone you don’t know into your home. 

A Census worker will not ask for Social Security, bank 
account, or credit card numbers, nor will employees 
solicit donati ons. Do not give your Social Security 
number, credit card or banking informati on to anyone, 
even if they claim they need it for the Census. Anyone 
asking for this informati on is NOT with the U.S. Census 
Bureau.  Call your local police or sheriff ’s department 
to report those falsely claiming to be Census 
employees.
