The City of Hartsville is partnering with the 
American Red Cross South Carolina Blood Services 
Region for the fi rst “Boots and Badges” blood drive 
at Byerly Park, 701 W. Washington Street., 1-6 p.m., 
Thursday July 22nd. 

Hartsville area residents are invited to show their 
support for local fi refi ghters and police offi  cers and 
become a hero this summer by giving blood for a 
pati ent in need. The blood supply doesn’t take a 
vacati on and pati ents conti nue to need life-saving 
blood. 

Fire and police department employees, their family 
members and friends, along with community 
supporters are invited to parti cipate. All donors 
at the Boots and Badges blood drive will receive a 
free American Red Cross T-shirt, a chance to vote 
for their favorite “team” — “Boots”-fi refi ghters or 
“Badges”-police offi  cers — plus a chance to win a 
$1,000 Gift  Card through the Red Cross “Give Blood 
& See America” promoti on.  

For every unit of blood collected, the Red Cross will 
tally one vote for the Hartsville Fire Department 
or the Hartsville Police Department based on the 
donors’ choice. At the end of the drive, the Red 
Cross will announce the department with the most 
votes. 

Every two seconds, someone in the United States 
needs blood. The American Red Cross South 
Carolina Blood Services Region provides lifesaving 
blood to pati ents in 54 hospitals. Approximately 
500 people are needed to give blood or platelets 
each weekday to meet hospital demand.
